Reading

o Reading: children are expected to read every day in Year 6.

o There is such a huge correlation between reading for pleasure and
success across the curriculum.

o Children's writing is vastly improved when then they read avidly — it
allows them to be immersed in the language and vocabulary.

o Children also love it when an adult reads to them - there is obviously
a time issue with this!

o [t will make a huge difference if you are able to hear them reading or
read to the children regularly — not every time they read but weekly.



Reading Journals

o As part of the reading homework, the children have been
set a reading journal activity.

o This Is where they can respond to the books they are reading
and record what they have read.

o This Is @ more grown-up version of the Reading Record books
used further down the school.

o We would like the children to complete one activity each
week following the reading they have done.

o The other times they read can be recorded in their books
with the pages they have read.
